       Ход мероприятия.
Teacher: 

· Good afternoon. We learn English and we should know about British Writers. Today we will speak about British Writers.
· Let’s divide into two groups: the Russian Students and the Correspondents of school magazine. The Correspondents want to write an article about British Writers. They will take the interview. The Students should answer their questions.

(Учащиеся делятся на две группы: корреспонденты, которые берут интервью, и школьники, которые дают им интервью.)

Correspondent: Good afternoon. We are the Correspondents of our school newspaper. 

C.: Today we are going to put you some questions about British Writers.

C.: At first please name famous British Writers.

Student: I know such famous British Writers as William Shakespeare, Jerome K. Jerome, and Charles Dickens.

S.: Oh, and I’ve heard a lot of such British Writers as Agatha Christie, E.Gaskell, George Elliot, Bronte sisters, Jean Ure.

S.: And of course, Britain is a home for such famous poets as Robert Burns, Byron, and Milton.

C.: What do you know about Agatha Christie’s childhood?

S.: She didn’t go to school and got education at home.

C.: When did she begin to write? 

S.: As we know Agatha Christie was famous for her detective stories.

S.: She began to write detective stories in 1920 and became famous in 1926.

C.: Our readers want to know why George Elliot has man’s name.

S.: I can explain. It was the time when women couldn’t be writers. This profession was privilege for men. That’s why women published under nickname.

C.: Let’s talk about William Shakespeare.
C.: Let’s talk about W. Shakespeare.

 S.: I agree with you. I also think that everyone associates Great Britain with the name of W. Shakespeare.
C.: When and where was he born?

S.: He was born in 1564 in Stratford – on – Avon.

S.: W. Shakespeare was an English writer of plays, one of the most famous ever.

S.: I want to say that among the most famous of his plays are the tragedies of Romeo and Juliet, Julius Caesar, Hamlet, Othello, King Lear.

C.: Do you know what his profession was?

S.: He worked as an actor at the Globe Theatre in London.

C.: Do you know modern British writers?

S.: Of course, we have read about popular children’s authors Jean Ure and Pete Johnson.

C.: How exciting. Can you tell us about them?

C.: When and where was Jean Ure born?

S.: She was born in 1943 in Caterham.

C.: Where does she live?

S.: She lives in Croydon.

C.: When did she first decide that she wanted to write?

S.: When she was about 9 years old.

C.: She is children’s writer, isn’t she?

S.: Yes, she is.

C.: Did she enjoy reading as a child?

S.: It was her favorite pastime. Now she also likes to read, write letters listen to music and walk with the dogs.

S.: She likes animals very much. And she would choose the profession of animal rights worker, if she were not a writer.

C.: And when and where was Pete Johnson born?

S.: In 1962 Winchester.

C.: What is his favorite pastime?

S.: The cinema. He loves going to the huge cinemas in London . . .

S.: . . .  and he also loves watching classic black and white films late at night.

C.: When did he first decide that he wanted to write?

S.: It was interesting. He was a teacher at a secondary school in charge of a library lesson. The pupils were walking endlessly round the library complaining all the books were boring. That set him thinking. . . 

C.: Thank you for the interview.

C.: It was wonderful to talk with you.

S.: We will be waiting for your coming back.

C.: Ok, good bye now.

S.: Good bye.

Teacher: Now listen to the text and match authors with places they associated. You can see authors and places on the poster.

Typescript: Hi. I’m. . . I invite you to join us in our exciting literary tour around Britain. British literature is very rich. You can always find a town, a city or a piece of country connected with a famous writer. All of us know the names of the great British writers like Shakespeare, Hardy, Burns and Sir Walter Scott. The historic town of Stratford – on – Avon is known as William Shakespeare’s birthplace. It’s also the home of the Royal Shakespeare Company, the world’s finest classical theatre company. Many famous writers made London their home. Some of their homes are open to the public. You can visit Charles Dickens’ house, where he lived from 1837 – 1839. The houses where Oscar Wilde, George Eliot, Mrs. Gaskell, T. S. Eliot and others lived are also museums. In Wales you can see the White Rabbit Memorial which proclaims that Wales inspired Lewis Carroll to write his literary treasure Alice in Wonderland. Jerome K. Jerome was born in Walsall. Cambridge University has produced a galaxy of writers: from Wordsworth to Thomas Grey and Milton and Thackeray. Oxford University’s list of former students reads like a writers’ who’s who: R. D. Blackmore. In South West Scotland you can follow the story of Robert Burns, the great Scottish poet. He was born in Alloway in 1759. Aberdeen is the place where Byron was born.                   
T.: Name, please, Russian authors and places they associated with.

1. He was born in London. He wrote a lot of poems for his son and about him. Some of the poems became very popular songs. In1926 he published his now famous book. (A. A. Milne)

2. This person was born in 1876 in San Francisco. He was a son of the farmer. His family was very poor, so he had to leaved school to make money. He worked as a sailor, a newspaper seller and a factory worker. He wrote his first book in 1898. He lived in Alaska for some years and wrote 152 stories about the North. (Jack London)

3.  This writer lived in the state Missouri on the banks of the Mississippi. He began to work at the age of twelve. He became famous in 1865. His real name was Samuel Langhorne Clemens, but he is the best known by his professional name. He was a short – story writer and the greatest American humorist. (Mark Twain)

4. He was born in Oak Park, Illinois, in 1899. His books “The Old Man and the Sea”, “The Sun Also Rises”. He won the Nobel Price for Literary in1954. As a hunter, fisherman, boxer, soldier, war correspondent, and author, this writer led a life of action. He wrote novels and more than 50 short stories. (Ernest Hemingway)

5. This writer didn’t go to school and got education at home. This person took part in the war of 1914. The writer began to write detective stories in 1920 and became famous in 1926. This person wrote 68 novels and more than a hundred stories. (Agatha Christie)

T.: Name the British and American authors and say what you know about them.
